Tournament Rules 

1. Each boat will be considered as 1 team (4 
people maximum per boat) 

2. There will be pre-fishing check-in 

3. Captain must wear lanyard while combustible 
motor is running. 

4. Start time for fishing is 6:30 a.m. Friday & 
Saturday, May 17 & 18th. 

5. Weigh-in begins at 3:30 p.m., MUST be in line 
with their fish by 4 p.m. to be eligible for 
awards. Absolutely NO EXCEPTIONS! 

6. Team Stringer Weigh-in: Team participants 
must declare fish for weigh-in before 
presentation to weigh master. 

• Up to 2 Speckled Trout (max 25”), and/
or up to 1 Redfish (max 20”-28”) 

• Total weight of any combination of fish 
above will be the basis of judging 

• Heaviest weight wins 

• BIG TROUT: closest to 18”, tie 
determined by weight 

• HEAVY RED: 20”-28” determined by 
weight 

• MOST NUMBER OF SPOSTS ON 
REDFISH: must be with-in legal fish size 
limits, 20”-28”. 

7. No fish eligible to place in more than one 
category 

8. If there is a tie for an Award: weight, then 
length of largest will determine winner 

9. All fish must be of legal size to weigh in 

10. Participants will be limited to only one award 

11. There are NO BOUNDARY LIMITS 

12. No refunds will be given after May 10, 2019. 

13. No tagged redfish can be entered for any 
Award category. 

14. ALL DECISIONS OF WEIGH-MASTER ARE FINAL
